The beaches are evaluated by Dr. Leatherman (a world renowned coastal geologist).  Once a beach has been certified as environmentally healthy, it will receive the “Healthy Beach Award” and a link to our website (www.drbeach.org) which contains information pertaining to each certified beach.  Healthy Beach member benefits include posting events on our beach calendar, use of our logo for beach promotion, listing information and pictures about your beach on our website to name a few.  

Our credo says it all “Clean Water, Clean Sand”, and as I am sure you know people are more concerned with eco-tourism than ever before.  A tan is no longer the only criteria for an attractive beach.  Environmental quality and safety are now the major concerns.  Because the beaches of the Great Lakes have not been officially assessed as of yet they are all accepted into the program on a provisionary basis with sign-up fees waived until the official certification in August.
