OGL Requesting Comments on Lake Huron Reports

As part of the Lake Huron Initiative (LHI), the Michigan Office of the Great Lakes has produced a series of draft reports consisting of three documents:

· Analysis of  Use Impairments/Critical Pollutants and Fish and Wildlife Habitat/Biodiversity
· On-going Efforts to Address Use Impairments/Critical Pollutants and Fish and Wildlife Habitat/Biodiversity
· Lake Huron Initiative Action Plan for Use Impairments/ Critical Pollutants and Fish and Wildlife Habitat/Biodiversity
The first report summarizes the current conditions of the Lake Huron basin.  The second report identifies on-going efforts.  The third report recommends specific actions that should be initiated to address critical pollutants, and restoration and protection habitat and biodiversity.  These reports are on the Lake Huron web pages at http://www.deq.state.mi.us/ogl/huron.html. 
Critical pollutants identified in the reports are:  PCBs, Chlordane, Dioxin, Mercury, DDT, PBBs, Metals , nutrients, pathogens, and sediment.  OGL is asking anyone in the department that is involved in a program regarding these critical pollutants to review the reports and provide any additional information available.

The Office of the Great Lakes is requesting assistance to ensure that:

1)  Summary report - the information presented is accurate and complete. 

2)  On-going efforts report: all on-going efforts are identified.

3) Action Plan - all necessary actions are identified.

Comments must be received by November 3, 1999.

Also the Office of the Great Lakes has announced that the next Lake Huron Initiative workshop will be January 24, 2000 in Port Huron, Michigan.  Additional details will be available at a later date.
