The Organization: 
The Great Lakes Protection Fund is a private grant-making corporation located in Evanston, Illinois.  The Fund supports regional actions to enhance the health of the Great Lakes ecosystem.  It was formed in 1989 as the nation’s first multi-state environmental endowment. To date, the Fund has made 209 grants and related investments, placing some $49 million in projects to restore the health of the Great Lakes ecosystem.  People from over 800 institutions have participated in those projects.  Additionally, the Fund has provided over $34 million to its seven member states to support local projects that address their Great Lakes priorities. 

The Opportunity: 
The Great Lakes Protection Fund seeks a new member of its program staff. This individual will work with existing project team members, grant seekers, Fund staff, and others to develop innovative approaches to protect and restore the ecological health of the Great Lakes.  The emphasis will be to ensure that Fund-supported project teams are learning from one another and are connected to networks that will ensure that the ideas they generate make a positive difference for the basin.
The Position:
This individual is responsible for interacting with existing and potential grantees, coordinating the work and activities of Fund-supported project teams, reviewing reports from grantees, and drafting recommendations for staff and Board action. S/he will travel to project locations to assess progress and to spot new opportunities.  S/he reports to the Director of Programs and supervises no staff.  
Duties will include: 

· Coordinating the work of Fund-supported teams, 

· Reviewing and evaluating submissions by existing grantees and grant applicants, 

· Conducting site visits and representing the Fund to the public, grant seekers, and other funding organizations, 

· Tracking and monitoring active grants, 

· Supporting decision-making by the Fund’s Board of Directors

The Right Person:
