· I have been asked to respond to your recent request for State Park P2 Initiatives. As the Recycling Coordinator for the Illinois Department of Natural Resources - Waste Management & Research Center, I have implemented some P2 initiatives in which you may be interested. Below I have given a brief description of each and would be happy to discuss with you further if necessary. 1) Materials Exchange: In an effort to help the parks properly dispose of hazardous wastes, I found that many of the items they wanted to get rid of were not actually hazardous, per say, and still useable items, ie. toilet bowl cleaner, window cleaner, farm chemicals. Rather than pay for disposal of these items, I sent a list of the items, via email, to the Regional Managers, who in turn forwarded to their respective park superintendents. All of the items listed were usable and distributed on a first come - first serve basis. The products were then brought to the superintendents' statewide meeting for transfer to the site making the request. This project became known as "Swap Shop". In other cases, site staff would actually go and pick up the products from the site no longer needing them. Not only were we able to save dollars in new purchases, disposal costs, but we also found a way to prevent waste.  2) Recycling Programs - Through grant funds IDNR has been able to enhance recycling programs in several state parks. Recycled content recycling clusters were purchased from Windsor Barrel Works and placed throughout the parks. In addition, also through recycling grant funds, one of IDNR state park lodges has placed recycling bins throughout the lodge and in guest rooms. They have a cardboard crusher, a can crusher and a flatbed trailer was purchased to haul the recyclables to a local collection facility. In the first year alone, the lodge diverted over 13,000 pounds of recyclables from the waste stream.  3) Energy Efficient Lighting - More recently, my efforts have turned toward energy efficiency and recycling of fluorescent lamps. Through Governor's 
Green Government Council, funds were allocated to purchase energy efficient lighting for a state park lodge. The familiar T-12 fluorescent lamps were changed out to T-10 fluorescent lamps. The interesting part of this project is the by using color-balanced T-10 lamps, we were able to retrofit each fixture with one T-10 for every two T-12 lamps. In addition, in the case of a fixture using four T-12 lamps, it was necessary to have two magnetic ballasts. By using only two T-10 lamps, the lodge was able to cut and cap one of the magnetic ballast, using only one. When one ballast goes out the other is there to use. Once both are out, the ballast will be replaced with electronic ballast. The 
common 4-lamp T-12 fixture with two magnetic ballasts uses 168 watts while the 2-lamp T-10 fixture with one magnetic ballasts uses only 96 watts Additionally, the incandescent bulbs were changed to color-balanced compact fluorescent lamps. In this case, we were able to reduce the amount of wattage per bulb by ½ to 2/3's. The T-12 lamps were then recycled, keeping the mercury, glass and metals out of the landfill. · First of all, when we were starting some state park stuff some years back, I spoke extensively with Marie Zanowick, US EPA about a project they were doing with NPS Rocky Mtn Region. Her # is/was 303-312-6403. As for CT, we assembled a multi-media crew from our staff a few years ago and did compliance/p2 inspections at a few of our parks.  The group then came up with a list of actions for each site. Some have been implemented, others await funding. But this was an effective way to help our regulatory staff become more aware of state park operations and issues and for the parks to get some much needed assistance. More recently, we have applied for (and received) and grant from the CT Clean Energy Fund to install a demonstration fuel cell at one of our parks. The fuel cell will be put in place this fall, and we will provide educational displays, etc. to teach about cleaner energy. We are also hoping to have an addition at that same park be done as a "green" building - but that will depend on funding. Hope this is helpful. Feel free to call if you have questions.
